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Whether you're traveling the I-95 corridor
as part of your commute or headed to the
beach for vacation, the 95 Express Lanes
Fredericksburg Extension will get you there
faster and safer. The project, known simply
as Fred Ex, will extend the 95 Express
Lanes another 10 miles south to right near
Fredericksburg.

Fred Ex will pick up where the 95 Express
Lanes currently end, just past route 610 in

Stafford County, and extend to near Route 17.

When Fred Ex is wrapped up, it will join the
existing network, creating an uninterrupted
Express Lanes corridor between the
Potomac and Rappahannock Rivers.

The Fred Ex project began construction in
July 2019 and the lanes are scheduled to
open to the public in late 2022.
